MUSEUM OF FOLK ARCHITECTURE AND FOLKWAYS OF UKRAINE

The open-air museum is an architectural-landscape complex of all the historic-
ethnographic regions of Ukraine: Middle-Dnieper Region, Slobidska Ukraine and
Poltava Region, Podillia, The Carpathians, Polissia, and Southern Ukraine. It covers
an area of 150 hectares and has about 300 architectural exhibits. About 70,000
ethnographic artifacts are kept in the collections of the museum. The Museum of
Folk Architecture and Folklore of Ukraine is on the southern outskirts of Kyiv — a
historical land which once belonged to the Pecherska Lavra Monastery. Buildings
typical for certain regions, which make a general picture of a village in combination,
are represented in this museum. Regional peculiarities are expressively shown in
the construction of the buildings, in the use of materials, building technique, cut
and decoration of clothes, artistic weaving, rituals, customs, and songs.
Monumental buildings manifest the creative genius of Ukrainian carpenters, who
incarnated in them their aesthetic ideals. Here is the 1600 St. Michael the Archangel
Church from the village of Dorohynka, Kyiv region — the oldest monument of the
Dnieper Region. The Church of St. Parasceve from the village of Zarubyntsi — one
of the best monuments of the 18th century — found refuge on the museum's territory,
as did the Resurrection Church from Kysorychi village, Rivne region, the 1817
Church of St. Nicholas from the village of Zelene in Ternopil, and the 1742 Church
of the Intercession, Ploske village, Transcarpathia. After Ukraine became independent,
it became possible to worship in the saved churches, and folk holidays and customs
acquire ecclesiastical substance, continue their life.
A symbol of agricultural Ukraine is the hill with windmills. Water-mills, smithies,
hulling-mills, and an oil-press are no less interesting. Besides houses with pantry
and hayloft, there are hen-houses, barns, pigsty, cattle-sheds on the farmsteads.
There is a great collection of folk clothes, cottage decorations, furniture, wooden
and ceramic dishes, spinning wheels, farming equipment, weaving equipment, fishing
equipment, folk murals, pysanky (Easter eggs), children's toys, women's adornments,
one of the country's best collections of folk music instruments. The folklore-
ethnographic exhibit of the museum characterises the occupations, world outlook,
and artistic tastes of our nation.
